Strong and well-capitalized

UBS remains financially strong, with solid long-term credit
ratings and a BIS Basel Il common equity Tier 1 (CET1) ratio
of 14.4% as of 6.30.15. The Basel lll framework is a global
regulatory standard on bank capital adequacy, stress testing,
and market liquidity risk; it is designed to improve the
banking sector’s ability to absorb shocks arising from
financial and economic stress. UBS's capital position is
strong, and its Basel Ill CET1 ratio is the highest among large
global banks.
